An Exclusive Look Inside the Nearly Complete New Building

Our new building will pro-
vide a new center point for the
students of Crespi to congregate,
not to mention the new class-
rooms and facilities.

For those who are wonder-
ing where Intermural Basketball
will be held, a new outdoor bas-
ketball court will materialize in
a rectangle among the weight
room, Football locker room, and
old and new buildings.

At the end of the 2007
school year, Crespi undertook a
this huge project. Crespi broke
ground on June 1st for a new
school building, the first new

construction in over 45 years.
This building will have major im-
pact on Crespi’s education, stu-
dent body, and faculty.

Crespi’s  education  will
change in that teachers will not
have to share classrooms as much
and more will have their own
rooms. This will allow for better
allocation of time and enhanced
teaching.

When finished and func-
tional, the new building will af-
fect Crespi tremendously. It will
provide for a much larger student
body, there will be more rooms
for teachers and students, as well
as additional implementation of
the Smart Board technology.

In addition, the cramped and
underventilated bungalows will be
removed because their space is no
longer necessary. Other changes
include a renumbering of the class-
rooms, an expansion of the library,
and the conversion of the current
Art room to a Science laboratory.
Architecture will be moved to
Room 23. Eight new Smart Boards
will be installed, five of which will
be in the New Building.

In a move that will prove un-
popular with students but very pop-
ular with parents, X-periods will be
mandatory for freshmen until the
end of the first quarter of the year.
Students with poor grades will find
that X-period will be mandatory

for them as well.

Campus Ministry and Coun-
seling will have a much larger
area to utilize. Now the Seniors
will have greater privileges dur-
ing their free and X-periods.

The Common Area, as it is
to be called, will house 150 stu-
dents. This Common area is lo-
cated on the first floor closest to
the current locker room.

The area between the two
adjacent buildings will contain a
new basketball court, as well as
store-front windows for the con-
ference rooms and campus min-
